King Pepin 

After several years of warfare Pepin defeated the Frisians on his 
northeastern border (689) and married his son Grimoald to Theodelind, 
daughter of the Frisian chief Radbod. He also forced the Alemanni to 
recognize Frankish authority again and encouraged Christian 
missionaries in Alemannia and Bavaria. 


The first of the Carolingian dynasty to hold the office of Mayor of the Palace. By the seventh century, Merovingian kings had no effective power. Instead, the Mayor of the Palace, spokesman at the king's court for the landholders in Neustria, Austrasia and Burgundy, held the real power.
